Klub-
husetvar en ingeniervogn med havemabler
og et torkloset bag tennisbanerne. @l og
sodavand tog man selv - og lagde penge
i en kasse.

1 1963 fik klubben sit ferste rigtige klubhus
padetnye areal ved Rugéardsvej - et nedta-
get sommerhus fra Skaboeshuse, opstillet
og udvidet forialt 51.000 kr.

THE BEGINNING - 1927:

FOUNDED WITHSTYLE

Odense Golf Club was established on Sep-
tember 29, 1927, at a founding general
meeting held at the Grand Hotel, where
the city's elite gathered for dinner in white
tie attire. It became Denmark'’s fifth golf
club, and the mayor of Odense at the time,
V. Bloch, was appointed the club’s first
chairman.

The first course was located on the military
training grounds at Sdr. Boulevard, where,
through an agreement with the army, mem-
bers could play as long as the holes were
covered up when horses needed to train.
The course began modestly as a 3-hole
course, but was expanded to 9 holes the
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following year. Facilities were basic - the
clubhouse was initially a contractor's shed,
later converted into a home for the green-
keeper and his wife, who also served beer
and spirits. Equipment was simple: hickory
shafts and golf balls costing 50 ore.
Butthe enthusiasm was high - even among
local boys who acted as caddies and ball
retrievers for a few coins and a smile.

THROUGH WAR AND PEACE

The club experienced both growth and
hardship in the decades that followed.
During the war, the course remained in
use but faced various obstacles. Horses
were rented for course maintenance, and
in a curious case, the club had to return a




greens mower to Kolding Golf Club when
their course needed to be prepared for the
German Wehrmacht.

Afterthe war, the threat of losing the course
began to grow. The training grounds were
to be converted into a fairground and public
park. Many members wanted to dissolve
the club, but the board fought tirelessly to
find a new home. This led to a brief pause
from 1960 to 1962, when the club had no
course.

ANEW CHAPTER - SNAPINDSKOVEN
AND RUGARDSVEJ

In 1962, the club was revived with a new
9-hole course at Snapindskoven, measu-
ring 1,915 meters. With tee boxes in Alok-
keskoven, the course offered a challenge.
The “clubhouse” was a trailer with garden
furniture and a dry toilet behind the tennis
courts. Beer and soft drinks were self-serve
- you simply left money in a box.

In 1963, the club got its first proper club-
house on new grounds at Rugardsvej - a
dismantled summer cottage from Skaboes-
huse, reassembled and expanded for a total
of 51,000 DKK. At the opening, sherry was
served to the ladies, and sausages with
beer to the men - a clear sign of the gender
roles of the time.

GROWTH, CHALLENGES, AND
INNOVATION

By 1966, the club had reached 200 mem-
bers, and space once again became limited.
During the 1970s, the board worked to
establish a larger course. Membership grew,
and for the first time, regular ladies' mat-
ches were organized. In 1975, the first club
magazine Golfspilleren was published - an
important link in a growing club.

From the 1970s onward, new needs and

ideas emerged - and with them, new op-
portunities. In 1980, the club moved to its
current location at Hollufgard, where today
it boasts a modern and well-respected
18-hole course, as well as a shorter 9-hole
course.

A CLUB WITH SOUL

The history of Odense Golf Club is not just
a story about golf. It's a story about the city
of Odense, about societal development,
community, and fighting for what you be-
lieve in. It's full of anecdotes about boys
chasing golf balls, caddies earning 35 ere,
makeshift clubhouses, and practice areas
in corrugated sheds. It's about playing with
dignity and speaking with titles - and ce-
lebrating with both sherry and sausages.

When participants in the 2025 Danish Po-
lice Golf Championships tee off at hole 1
or 6 at Odense Golf Club, they're not just
stepping onto a golf course - they're step-
ping into nearly 100 years of living Danish
sports history.

Welcome to Odense — and to a
club with proud traditions and a
forward-looking spirit.

TIDLIGT LIV OG OPVAKST

H.C. Andersen blev fedt i Odense den 2.
april 1805 som sen af en skomager og en
vaskekone.

Hans barndom var praeget af fattigdom,
men ogsa af en keerlig og fantasifuld at-
mosfaere i hjemmet, hvor faderen introdu-
cerede ham til litteraturen.

Som barn elskede han at lege og skabe
forteellinger, og hans farmor fortalte ham hi-
storier om sin pastaede adelige baggrund,
hvilket pavirkede hans senere liv.

HANS CHRISTIAN ANDERSEN, BORN IN ODENSE IN 1805, IS ONE OF DEN-
MARK’S MOST FAMOUS AUTHORS AND FAIRY TALE WRITERS. HIS STORIES,
SUCH AS “THE LITTLE MERMAID” AND “THE EMPEROR'S NEW CLOTHES", ARE
KNOWN WORLDWIDE AND HAVE BEEN TRANSLATED INTO COUNTLESS LAN-
GUAGES. ANDERSEN CAME FROM A POOR BACKGROUND, BUT HIS TALENT
AND AMBITION LED HIM TO PURSUE SUCCESS IN COPENHAGEN AND ULTIM-
ATELY ACHIEVE INTERNATIONAL RECOGNITION.

EARLY LIFE

H.C. Andersen was born in Odense on April
2, 1805, the son of a shoemaker and a wa-
sherwoman.

His childhood was marked by poverty but

also by a loving and imaginative home,
where his father introduced him to literature.
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As a child, he loved to play and create
stories, and his grandmother told him tales
about her alleged noble ancestry, which
influenced his later life.

After his father’'s death in 1816, Andersen
moved to Copenhagen at age 14 to pursue
acareerin the theatre, inspired by his child-
hood dreams.



COPENHAGEN AND EDUCATION

In Copenhagen, he faced hardships
and rejections but also received sup-
port from wealthy patrons and people
in the theatre world.

He received vocal training and finan-
cial support and continued his edu-
cation, first at a Latin school and later
through private tutoring, despite many
challenges.

He passed his final exams in 1828
. and debuted as a writer the following

year with “A Journey on Foot from
Holmen's Canal to the East Point of
Amager.”

TRAVELS AND INTERNATIONAL
BREAKTHROUGH

In 1833-34, he traveled to Italy, where
he began writing the novel “The Im-
provisatore”, which became a suc-
- cess and was translated into several
languages.

That same year, he published his first
collection of fairy tales, which mar-
ked the beginning of his worldwide
fame as a storyteller.

Andersen traveled extensively
throughout his life, both in Denmark
and abroad, and his travel experi-
ences inspired many of his works.

LATER LIFE AND DEATH

H.C. Andersen died on August 4,
1875, in Copenhagen after a long
illness.

He is buried at Assistens Cemetery
in Copenhagen.

His fairy tales have been translated
into countless languages and are
still beloved by children and adults
around the world.

H.C. Andersen'’s life and work tell the story of a man who pursued
his dreams and, through his extraordinary storytelling, created a
universal language of imagination and emotion.
